Job Purpose

To manage the Swindon area specialist advisory service for children and young people who are deaf, working
in partnership with families and young people, education settings, health, care and voluntary services to
improve outcomes for children and young people with special educational needs and disability.

special educational needs and disability and to take a lead for the service development plan

e Advise the LA and schools on resources and centrally funded specialist audiological equipment

required, and oversee their distribution, maintenance, loan and effective use.
